Definitions:


Mod : New or modified field since last version.

Opt : Optionnal field.

             
Y     : Yes

 
N     : No

 
O*   : Indicates that the field is optional; however, it is required to provide one of the four.

O** : Indicates that the field is optional; however, it is required to provide one of the two groups.

Numerical: all numerical fields must be transmitted without the decimal period and with two numbers after the invisible period.


Ex:   a price of 12.95
becomes              1295

                       a rebate of 40%   
becomes              4000

                       a quantity of 1         
becomes                100
